Start with Roll A: When moving the wallpaper to the wall, fold the length
together in the middle with the pattern inwards in order to avoid getting

adhesive on the front of the wallpaper.

Attach the top of the length to the
wall at the preferred height and in
the correct position before letting
go of the rest. Align the top and
bottom of the first length before

“smoothing down” the wallpaper.

If you make a mistake, remove the

length and start over. Apply more

adhesive if the first coat has dried.

Now using Roll B: Cut your next length of wallpaper and, using the same
technique as your first panel, attach the top of the Roll B length to the wall.

Butt join the Roll A length
and the Roll B length together,

matching up the edges.

Ensure that the lengths are

properly positioned, that the

pattern is matching and there is
no surface visible at the joints.
It is important that adhesive

be applied right out to the edges
to ensure the lengths adhere

to the wall properly.

Step 8

To complete the horizontal pattern, maintain an A+B+A sequence across the wall.

POTENTIAL INSTALLATION ISSUES

1. Raised edges and blistering: These common problems are not due to the wallpaper, but

rather to the amount of adhesive used. Be sure to apply a generous even coat of paste to

the wall. This also allows the paper to slip, making installation a little easier.

2. Seams become visible: It’s generally a function of not providing sufficient pressure/
smoothing along the seams during the installation. It’s also important not to ‘stretch’
the wallpaper in order to butt the seams. Rather than working the wallpaper too hard,

it’s best to remove the panel from the wall and reapply in the correct position.
